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Submission Guidelines
[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs][bookmark: _GoBack]The UNeECC Conference Proceedings/Journal seeks quality submissions of work presented at the UNeECC annual conference. The review process is blind: articles are sent out to specialists for reviewing anonymously. Authors are strongly encouraged to submit high-quality original articles which have been presented in the UNeECC conference and have not been published elsewhere, nor are currently under review for publication in any another journal. In order to minimise the time for paper processing and to expedite printing, electronic submission of papers in final form is strongly recommended. Please mail your contribution to William Chambers to chambew@hope.ac.uk till 1st April 2024. The first page of the article should carry the title, the names of authors, institutional affiliation, an abstract of maximum 200 words and five key words. The word limit for articles is 7500 words including notes. Authors should also include a 200-word biography and contact information. 
Only the articles styled according to the Chicago Manual of Style (the Notes and Bibliography Style, with Footnotes) will be considered for publication (see the short description below). 
Article Format
1. Title page: 
a. The title: Times New Roman, font size 13pts, bold, centred; 
b. Full name of the author(s): Times New Roman, size 12pts, centred; 
c. Affiliation: Times New Roman, font size 11pts, centred;
d. Abstract: Times New Roman, font size 10 pts, Italics, justified; 
e. Key words: Times New Roman, font size 10 pts, justified; 
2. The Article: 
a. Paper size: B5, margins: 2 cm, Times New Roman, font size 11pts, justified, line spacing: 1.2; 
b. Pictures and graphs should have the highest quality (a resolution of at least 300dpi), they should be in JPEG format and should be included in the main text, not at the end of the paper; insert a placeholder note in the text: “[insert Fig.1]” and submit the numbered JPEG files separately; the pictures and graphs will be printed black and white in the volume;   
c. Bibliographic citations are provided in footnotes;
· Footnotes can be used for comments and for bibliographical references;
· Multiple citations or comments can be included in a single footnote, but they must be separated by a semi-colon;
· Full details must be given in the footnote at the first mention of any work cited. Subsequent citations should be shortened. However, do not use the abbreviation op. cit.; the short form of a citation consists of the family name of the author(s) and the main title of the work cited (shortened if more than four words); the page reference follows the bibliographical details; 
d. The bibliography must be added at the end of the document (it must contain all the works cited – which are also included in the footnotes – and any other  works the author has consulted, in alphabetical order);
